1. The programme demonstrates excellent internal coherence, with aims, learning outcomes,
teaching methods, and assessment strategies fully aligned. This structured approach ensures
that students progress logically from foundational knowledge to advanced competences,
reinforcing consistency and quality throughout the study cycle.

2. Emphasis on practical training and strong collaboration with industry partners. Nearly 70% of
contact hours are dedicated to hands-on laboratory work, complemented by internships and
commissioned projects, which provide students with real-world experience and enhance
employability.

3. The programme effectively covers all key competence areas and diverse assessment methods
and opportunities for applied research ensure graduates are well-prepared for dynamic
professional environments.

RECOMMENDATIONS
To address shortcomings

1. Vilnius Kolegija strategy should be more profoundly connected with program development and
practices: Learning targets need to be aligned, realised and made transparent and known for
staff and students.

2. Adjust curriculum and learning contents to include deeper scientific perspectives on the
methodological aspects, for example, by intertwining theoretical courses directly with real-life
problem solving in the laboratory exercises.

3. Increasing Vvisibility of meta-skills, expanding international mobility, and integrating
sustainability and emerging technologies into research topics would further strengthen the
programme’s alignment with evolving professional and societal demands.

For further improvement
1. To enhance competitiveness and future relevance, the programme could place greater

emphasis on communication and ethical responsibility, innovation, interdisciplinary
adaptability, and global perspectives.

Lecturers actively incorporate results from ongoing applied research projects into teaching,
ensuring students learn the latest analytical methods and technologies.

RECOMMENDATIONS

To address shortcomings

1.

Vilnius Kolegija’s intentions on developing and enhancing R&D activities beyond the current
level and educational purposes required investments in strategic planning, acquiring and
realisation of resources, infrastructure, and insights in recruitment of staff and student cohorts.

Formalising research group activities within applied chemistry require investments in staff
research skills, training and on-site infrastructure with skilled supporting and laboratory
personnel.

Improvement of research activities needs to broaden publication outreach. Increase
submissions to international, higher impact journals to expand visibility and citation impact to
foster national and international collaborative research projects.

Clear communication strategies - such as course outlines highlighting research-based content
and student involvement in projects - would enhance the link between research activities and
learning outcomes and make them more visible. This could improve student motivation and
emphasize the practical value of research-driven updates. Formalize student roles (e.g.,
research assistantships, co-authorships) to enhance training and output quality. Extra-
curricular research activities need to be awarded.

For further improvement

1.

At the time being the applied R&D appears as need-to-do for industry. Such an infrastructure
and methodologies need updating strategy. The study programme needs strategic planning
on how research is incorporated into curricular activities and used for an efficient and
meaningful learning environment.

Strengthen cross-disciplinary collaboration with biotech, public health, and climate policy
stakeholders to amplify translational impact. Quantify outcomes and introduce KPIs like client
satisfaction, turnaround time, economic value of services, number of datasets shared) and
impact case studies.

First-year students receive structured orientation activities introducing study organisation,
assessment procedures, and internship requirements. Continuous academic consultations
with lecturers, programme leaders, and mentors are available throughout the study process.

Implementation of merit-based, social, and study scholarships, one-off allowances, and
targeted support for students with disabilities.

Flexible tuition payment arrangements and tuition fee compensation for high academic
performance.

Free psychological counselling services provided by Vilnius Kolegija. Social support through
guaranteed dormitory accommodation, non-formal learning activities, and career centre
assistance for job search and employer networking are encouraging.

RECOMMENDATIONS

To address shortcomings

1.

The number of students is very low to foster a vibrant and inclusive learning community.
Increasing admission of students is needed. Internationalisation of student cohort necessary
if not enough Lithuanian students available. Marketing of the study program and its
connections with career paths needs elevation.

Students’ understanding of alternative career opportunities should be enhanced and
encouraged in order to develop a faculty-wide culture of preparing competent specialists from
a broader point of view.

Encouragement for internationalisation at home should be improved. While mobility
opportunities exist, there is little active promotion or integration of internationalisation within
the institution. Students are not adequately motivated or supported to engage in global
experiences or intercultural learning.

For further improvement

1.

Students’ understanding of career opportunities appears limited, with a strong focus on one
social partner. Lack of exposure to alternative career paths or opportunities for continuing
studies and research needs to be addressed.

Outgoing mobility is very low (only 1-2 students per year), and incoming mobility is almost
absent. Poor English language skills among students and teachers restrict participation in
international programmes and collaboration, which needs to be addressed.

The chosen strategy of close cooperation with social partners is producing very clear positive
results. The success of this approach relies on intensive collaboration and systematic
information sharing across all levels, and it appears that the college has implemented this
effectively.

2. Transparency and accessibility as Analytical Information System (AIS) enables students to
monitor academic progress independently. Early identification of at-risk students through
attendance monitoring and progress analysis.

3. Regular surveys and faculty discussions ensure responsiveness to emerging issues.

For further improvement

1.

The inclusion and visibility of so-called soft skills (collaboration, presentation, critical thinking,
group working etc) needs to be upgraded to enhance labour career competences.

While feedback is systematic, more emphasis could be placed on guiding students in long-
term academic planning and skill development.

Enhancing digital engagement could provide additional teaching and learning, as well as
monitoring and feedback possibilities.

Use analytics from AIS and attendance monitoring to develop predictive models for student
success and targeted interventions.

Simultaneously, expand international collaboration by promoting
research-focused mobility and partnerships with foreign institutions.

Continue prioritizing professional development in emerging areas, such as Al tools, digital
learning, and innovative student-centred didactic methods to maintain alignment with global
trends.

Monitor and evaluate the impact of mobility and training programs to ensure they contribute
effectively to teaching quality and programme relevance.

1. Classrooms and laboratories are well-equipped, supporting both traditional and distance
learning. Four upgraded chemistry laboratories with advanced instruments High-Performance
Liquid Chromatography and Polymerase Chain Reaction (HPLC, PCR) provide hands-on
experience aligned with programme goals.

2. The Study and Research Resource Centre (SRRC) and library offer extensive physical and
digital collections, access to 22 databases, and training on information retrieval. Students have
access to international journals, eBooks, and specialized resources relevant to the study field.

3. There is a consistent financial investment through annual allocations for library resources and
infrastructure upgrades. Furthermore, annual procurement plans and quarterly allocations for
consumables reflect systematic planning, especially when teaching staff is involved in
prioritizing acquisitions to ensure relevance to study needs.

3. Ensure acquisitions support applied research expansion and partnerships with industry and
international institutions.

Enhance transparency of quality assurance outcomes by publishing clear summaries of
implemented improvements resulting from feedback and monitoring to demonstrate impact
and build stakeholder trust.

For further improvement

1.

Digitalize QA Processes by introducing advanced digital tools for real-time feedback collection,
analysis, and reporting to improve efficiency and responsiveness.

Expand monitoring scope by including indicators for teaching innovation, digital learning
quality, and graduate employability in annual QA evaluations.



SUMMARY

The Applied Chemical Analysis programme at Vilnius Kolegija is well-aligned with national and EU
standards, institutional strategy, and labour market needs. It offers a student-centered, practice-
oriented curriculum that combines theoretical knowledge with extensive practical training, internships,
and digital learning tools. Learning outcomes are comprehensive and supported by strong industry
collaboration and diverse assessment methods, though greater emphasis on meta-skills such as
communication, innovation, and global perspectives is needed. The ongoing partnership should be
spread across social partners. Student support services are robust, covering academic, financial, and
career development needs, but improvements in English proficiency, internationalisation, and mobility
would enhance competitiveness.

Research activities deliver societal and economic impact, yet limited lecturer publications and reliance
on industry infrastructure constrain visibility and depth. Admission processes are transparent and
compliant, but declining enrollment signals the need for targeted promotional strategies. Teaching
staff are well-qualified and actively engaged in applied research, though increasing the number of
full-time and PhD-qualified lecturers and strengthening research integration remain priorities. Staff
development is structured and inclusive, focusing on innovative teaching, research, and digital skills.

Modern facilities and resources create favorable conditions for learning and research. Recent
upgrades to chemistry laboratories with analytical instruments and investments in IT hardware and
software reflect a commitment to practice-oriented education. The Study and Research Resource
Centre and library offer an excellent environment and provide comprehensive access to international
databases and scientific literature. However, future acquisition plans lack strategic depth, focusing on
incremental improvements rather than expanding into emerging technologies and interdisciplinary
research, which limits innovation potential and global competitiveness.

Vilnius Kolegija’s internal quality assurance system is robust, transparent, and aligned with national
standards. Continuous improvement is ensured through systematic monitoring, stakeholder
engagement, and clear governance. Feedback mechanisms are well-developed, and social partner
involvement reinforces programme relevance. To strengthen effectiveness, the institution should
enhance feedback detail, adopt innovative teaching practices, and improve digital integration for
real-time quality processes. Overall, the programme demonstrates high quality and relevance but
should prioritize internationalisation, research visibility, and graduate meta-skills to maintain long-term
sustainability and global appeal.
